Two women, bearers of an artistic tradition of dance and song, an accordion, 
suitcases filled with fabrics, puppets and sounds from different parts of the world, 
take children and their parents on a timeless journey, drawing on origins and roots, 
and the richness of the present. 
A poetic 40-minute tour of the world, full of surprises and discoveries about cultural 
diversity. 

« My work with children, from nursery to kindergarten, led me to question the relationship 
between humans and the physical and poetic world, the place of the body and its sensory 
language, from listening to touch, in an increasingly virtual society. For Rizom, I explored 
the importance of movement and sound across different cultures, which leads to different 
modes of communication. The roots, “ryzhomes”, represent the underground connections 
between human beings, allowing us to see, hear and perceive the richness of tomorrow's 
humanity."
